1 Six-Party Talk
The six-party talks aim to find a peaceful resolution to the security concerns as a result of the North Korean nuclear weapons program.
There has been a series of meetings with six participating states: the People's Republic of China; the Republic of Korea (South Korea); the Democratic People's Republic of Korea (North Korea); the United States of America; the Russian Federation; and Japan.
These talks were a result of North Korea withdrawing from the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) in 2003.
2 NPT(Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty)
Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty is concluded by 190 countries without India and Pakistan and Israel in1969. The treaty is that only five countries are accepted to have nuclear and other countries is banned to have nuclear. In 2003 North Korea dropped out of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty 
3 UNSC(United Nation Security Council) Resolution in 1718
United Nations Security Council Resolution 1718 was adopted unanimously by the United Nations Security Council on 14 October 2006. The resolution, passed under Chapter VII, Article 41, of the UN Charter, imposes a series of economic and commercial sanctions on the Democratic People's Republic of Korea (the DPRK, or North Korea) in the aftermath of that nation's claimed nuclear test of 9 October 2006.
